
  

             

 
Publ i shing Your  Blog on The Bside Fest ival  Communi ty W ebsi te 

 
A blog, or weblog, offers a simple way for anyone to publish stories, commentary, links 
and pictures on a web site. Registered Bside community members may publish their own 
blog directly to the Festival site with only a few minutes of setup.  
Filmmakers showing their films at the Festival can have their personal blog appear 
directly on the home page for their film, under the 'Filmmaker Blog' tab. 
 
When publishing a blog, there are two things you need: 
 
   1. A blogging application to edit and publish your blogs from 
   2. A site to publish your blogs to 
 
The site in this case is the Bside Fest ival Communi ty.The blogging application we will 
use is Blogger, which is a free blogging platform owned by Google. 
 
The following step-by-step instructions will guide you through creating your Blogger 
account, creating your blog, and publishing a post. 
 
Blogger has a very simple, 3-step setup, which is where we will start. Point your web 
browser at http://www.blogger.com Click on the "Create Your Blog Now" link. 
 
  

 

 
Step 1 is creating your account. Simply fill in the details on this page, make sure to check 
the "Acceptance of Terms," and click "Continue." 



  

             

 
 

 

 
  
 
Step 2 is naming your blog. For our purposes, the name will never appear on the festival 
site, so you may choose any name you like. You may also change the name at any point 
in the future. 
 
Take note of the "Blog address (URL)." Blogger will host your blog for free at 
blogspot.com. Whatever name you enter here will dictate how our festival site will find 
your blog. If, for example, you provide "bsidefilmblog" as the blog address, your blog URL 
will be http://bsidefilmblog.blogspot.com. Remember this URL -- this is what you will 
provide in order to post your blog on the festival website. 



  

             

 
For the "Word Verification," simply type in the letters you see on the screen. This 
verification helps Blogger detract spammers from creating multiple accounts. Click 
"Continue." 
 
  
 

 

 
 
 
Step 3 is choosing a template. Blogger allows a great deal of flexibility for how blogs are 
displayed. On the festival website, however, we will ignore the blogger template, and 
format the blog to fit in with the rest of the site. Click "Continue" to accept the default. 
At this point, you have created your blog. Click on "Start Posting" to create a test post. 
Posting on Blogger is very simple. Using the form provided, you provide a post Title, 
enter some text, and click "Publish Post" when you are ready to publish. That is all you 
really need to know. 
 
You can easily add formatting, images, etc. to your posts using the toolbar above the text 
area. If you are interested in learning more about blogger, you can visit the Blogger Help 
site. 
 



  

             

 

 
If you are a filmmaker, and would like to have your blog appear on your film's home 
page, please send an email to help@bside.com, and tell us what your username is, and the 
title of your film. We will enable the URL for your film home page, where it will appear 
under the "Filmmaker Blog" section.
